1. Apologies: Judith Coyle (RVWAA).  
 
2. Minutes of meeting on 15th July 2005  
The minutes were accepted as a true record. 
 
3. Treeton Tip 
Pete passed round a map detailing the third vehicular access to the tip it will be 
adjacent to the container/stores. There will be a gate 3.5m wide by 1.2m high, a K 
barrier and a gate for wheelchair access. 
Robin asked how soon we will be able to use the entrance. Pete advised that as 
Jones Homes are still building there, it will not be safe to use at the moment. Robin 
stated that we would need access by March next year for emergency vehicles for the 
Treeton Torture. Pete stated if we contact him as soon as the dates are confirmed he 
will speak with Jones Homes and see if this can be arranged. 
Robin explained that it would be useful to have access to the Tip in November if 
possible as the grasses need to be cut down.    
 
4. Matters Arising 
Pete had confirmed there would be no planning requirements for trees on the 
Boscage and Robin is contacting the Woodlands Trust about running a school bundle 
project. 
 
5.Environment Policy for Treeton Partnership 
Nic stated that the Partnership did not currently have an Environmental Policy and 
asked the group to think about what we might want to include. 
Joan raised concerns about re-cycling and stated there are too many different bins 
and no-where to store them. Joan suggested that for some people small bags would 
be easier to use than the large bins/boxes, however they would be more useful if 
they had handles – rather than the current bags for waste paper. 
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Nic suggested we ask someone who is responsible for re-cycling to come to a 
meeting. It is also something that the Partnership may look towards servicing in the 
future.  
 
6. Reports from groups/projects  
Matt provided quotes for fencing on Washfield Lane and a pathway around Treeton 
Lagoon. The work on the Lagoon covers an area of approximately 1425m and would 
therefore cost in the region of £60,000 to improve. After some discussion it was 
agreed we should try to obtain funding for this as it is one of the few areas in Treeton 
that is flat and could be easily accessible for wheelchairs.    
   
7. Future Projects 
It was agreed that we would try to obtain funding to complete the walls around the 
woods.  
 
8. Housing 
No issues were raised. 
 
9. Date of next meeting Friday 16th September at 1.30pm. 
 
10. A.O.B. 
Paul stated that both barriers at Forgemasters Tip were being left open. It was 
agreed that we would speak to John (Parish Council) and ask him to contact the 
users / key holders. Paul said that repairs had already been carried out on the 
barriers.  
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
