2. Minutes of meeting on 3" December 2004

3. Matters Arising

John confirmed the fencing on Chandler Grove had been taken down and the
bushes would be planted soon. John hoped the A frame would be replaced however
this was unlikely to be before the new financial year.

The gate to the Boscage has been replaced.

Entrance 3 to Treeton Tip will have disabled access.

It has now been suggested that the salt bin on Washfield Lane may be bolted down.
Traffic management have reported they are unable to do anything around Treeton
Grange.

4. Reports from groups/projects

Paul explained that if people are riding quadbikes or motorbike without permission of
the landowner it is an offence. The police are giving a warning (171) and if the same
person or vehicle is caught again the bike can then be confiscated. John confirmed
he would report anyone seen to the police.

New plans have now been drawn up for the Washfield Lane Play Area and will be
available for public consultation shortly. The plans for the school yard have been
approved. There will be a site meeting on 25" January at 10.30am at Treeton
Enterprise Centre.

Paul stated that all major developments were now to go through the motorcycle / off-
road group at Greenspaces, in order to ensure access is not possible.
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The next consultations on the Waverley road options will be held at the end of
January. They will be in the Community and Resource Centre on Friday 28" January
between 2pm and 7pm.

There were no representatives from Catcliffe at the meeting.

6. Future Projects

After some discussion it was agreed that we would look into the possibility of
providing a permanent skate park. Nic agreed to produce a survey to be sent to the
local schools.

Nic mentioned a tree planting scheme being run by BBC Radio Sheffield —itis a 12
month scheme where as long as you own the land they will come out and help
planting trees.

Everyone was asked to look at new projects for next month and a couple of people
took copies of the Survey results to review.
