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Minutes of Treeton Environment Sub-Committee meeting held at 
1.30pm on Friday 4th June 2004 in the Reading Rooms 

 
Attendance: John Swift (TP Trustee), Nic Marshall (Partnership Development 
Manager), Robin Carter (Trustee), Judith Coyle (RVWAA), Joan Frost (Resident), 
Jacky Gill (Resident), Gordon Payne (TP Chair), Paul Spivey (Green Spaces Unit), 
Robin Jennison (Area 10 Housing), Suzanne Snowden (Community Constable). 
 
1. Apologies: Matt Newman, Richard Pett, Susan Broadhead, Derek Walker, Mick 
Fellowes, June Cross. 
 
2. Minutes of meeting on 7th May 2004  
 
The minutes were accepted as a true record of the meeting. 
 
3. Matters Arising 
 
Paul Spivey and Richard Pett had had a site meeting and work would be starting on 
the gates and the fencing on the southern boundary of Treeton Dyke next week.  
 
With regards to the gate at Rother Crescent, it was noted that this had not been 
locked because it had been damaged. The repairs had now been made and the 
Crime & Safety Unit had put flyers out to try and ensure that when the gate was in 
the open position, it was locked into place to stop the weight of the gate causing it to 
drop. 
 
John Swift said that he had raised the issue of access to the dyke with the Boat and 
Ski club (Pete Wilson – secretary) and that once the chairman was back from his 
holiday, 5 keys would be provided for the gate – police, fire, green spaces, public 
rights of way and Jacky Gill. 
 
Judith reported back on what happens to recycled material eg garden waste and 
cardboard is turned into compost and textiles are turned into cleaning cloths. 
 
Robin Jennision mentioned that he had arranged a meeting with Area Assembly, 
Treeton Partnership and Parish Council to discuss the possibility of providing 
community skips this year and linking this with a recycling event. 
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John Swift reported back that not all residents had received their blue boxes. Robin 
Jennison said that if John let him have details, he would chase these up. 
 
Once again, it was noted that the recycling of plastic was still a problem. 
 
Judith reported that traffic management had looked into the situation with regards to 
the entrance to Treeton Grange. The putting up of mirrors was tightly controlled (the 
farmer – Simon Hinchcliffe – had refused permission) as was the erection of road 
signs. Traffic management had suggested a “Slow” marking on the road together with 
having some of the foliage cut back. As the people from the Grange would have to 
cross the road to get to the bus stop, it was suggested that we should ask for a sign 
indicating old people crossing. Judith said that she would look into this. 
 
Nic gave out information on the cost of compost bins (£5 including delivery) and the 
process for obtaining them (Tel: 0845 600 03 23). He pointed out that this was only 
available to residents of Rotherham. 
 
A discussion took place about the triangle of land at the corner of Chandler Grove. 
John went through the history of the piece of land. Robin Carter still wanted to pursue 
the option of having it re-grassed. It was agreed that for this to happen we would 
have to have (in writing) the consent of ALL local residents. 
 
John said that he was looking into the possibility of getting funding for some tree 
planting within the village.   
 
4. Housing 
 
Robin Jennison had no further information to report other than to let people know that 
the ALMO inspection had now been delayed until September. 
 
Jacky reported the fact that there was a lot of rubbish and dog mess on Arundel 
Avenue. Robin Jennison said that he would look into this. 
 
5. Streetpride 
 
It was noted that the spending plans for next year had been completed. Judith had a 
draft copy if anyone wanted to look at it. John reported that a bin on Rother Crescent 
had not been replaced. 
 
It was noted that there was no road sign at the entrance to High Hazel Road. It was 
also noted that Lyminton Lane should in fact be Lymington Lane. 
 
6. Reports from groups/projects 
 
Nic reported back on a meeting that had been held to discuss the trees within the 
churchyard. We are awaiting feedback from RMBC. 
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Paul reported back on the five-year programme funded through Heritage Lottery 
Fund to restore access and boundary controls at Treeton Woods. Unfortunately there 
was not enough money put into the original bid (£12933) and it would only be enough 
money to do about 200m of the wall. As some of the money had already been spent 
on fencing, only £9500 was left. This would be used to patch up the worst of the 
affected areas. 
 
7. Future Projects 
 
Robin Carter reported back on the Boscage. He had put up 46 nest boxes over the 
last two years and there were only 3 of them left. The rest had been smashed by 
young people, sometimes whilst they contained eggs/chicks. He had asked Mick to 
invite him to the next meeting of Active Treeton – the Youth Forum, so that he could 
raise the issue directly with the young people. In the mean time he would continue to 
put up nest boxes in the hope that the young people would get fed up and leave them 
alone. 
 
Jacky asked about the nest boxes for Mill Lane. John said that as far as he knew, 
they had been made but that we would need to discuss this at the next meeting when 
Matt would be able to provide an update. 
 
Jacky reported back that the steps at Mill Lane were overgrown. John reported that 
Richard Pett was looking into this.  
 
53 Mill Lane was again raised – once again Robin agreed to look into this. 
 
Paul Spivey reported that he had been appointed off-road vehicle prevention officer. 
However, he would keep responsibility for all the projects that he was currently 
working on, with the exception of Treeton Dyke. Once the fencing had been 
completed he would pass responsibility on to Paul Leonard. It was hoped that Paul 
would be able to attend future meetings. 
 
8. Date of next meeting. 
  
It was agreed that the next meeting be held on the 9th July 2004 at 1.30pm.
